OVERSEAS VISITORS FROM NON-EU COUNTRIES

Overseas visitors from outside of the European Union are not usually eligible for free treatment on the National Health Service.

Overseas visitors are defined as persons of any nationality, including British Nationals, not ordinarily resident in the UK.

You will need to provide proof that you are resident in the European Union to have free treatment on the NHS

If you are not eligible for free treatment, you can still see a doctor in the Practice but the following charges will apply.
